1.
Write a loop that will count down from 10 to 1, printing out the value of the loop variable at each step.

2.
Write a loop that counts up from 1 to 10, and prints out the value of the loop variable after the loop has finished.  It should print out 11.

3.
A file called data.txt contains a series of integers.  Write a program that reads all the integers from the file and prints them to a Console, one number per line.  It should print the word –FINISHED— on a new line when it has read and printed all the integers in the file.

4.
Repeat the above example, but print the integers 5 to a line, each with a fieldwidth of 5.

5.
Repeat the above example but calculate the maximum integer in the file just before the word finished.  Hint: create a variable called max before your loop and initialise it to 0.  Then, each time you read a new number, compare the number you have read with the value stored in max.  If the new number is bigger than the value stored in max then set max to this new number.  You may assume that some of the numbers are bigger than 0.  Why is this assumption important?
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
