Please use a copy of this file as a template for your paper.  Substitute your own text for the contents.   Take care not to change the formatting and DO NOT use any other predefined style options.

Deadlines and Questions

Please revise your paper in the light of the referees' comments.   The final version of your paper must be then be emailed to johnson@dcs.gla.ac.uk.      There will be no extensions to the deadlines on the web site (http;//www.dcs.gla.ac.uk/~johnson/complexity) - it is the latest I can hold it for the printers.   After that point your paper will only be available to delegates in electronic format.

Paper Submittal

All final submissions must be in Microsoft Word in PC compatible format.   The best way of doing this is to select Rich Text Format from the Save As dialogue box in Word.   Alternatively, if you cannot produce your paper in Word format then please send a plain text file (ASCII) with figures in Postscript format. I would also request that each paper be submitted in Adobe's PDF format.  This will provide me with something to check the Word file against and I will also link this file to the conference web site so that session chairs can read your work before the event. Adobe has a free online service for performing this conversion at http://createpdf.adobe.com/index.pl
Paper Format

Each full paper is limited to 10 pages or approximately 5,000 to 6,000 words less any illustrations.  Posters and position papers should follow the same formatting guidelines but are limited to 3 pages.  Given the large number of submission to both workshops, any papers exceeding this limit will only be made available in electronic format. Do not include page numbers, I will assign proceedings page numbers for you.   Your paper must be written in English.  If English is not your first language and the referees commented on linguistic problems then please ensure that your submission is proof read by a native speaker.

Margins:   The top and bottom margins are 1”.  The left and right margins are 1.25”. Margins for the header and footer are 0.5”.   The paper size is A4 in portrait orientation.

Columns:  All text is to be in single-column format. Right and left margins are to be justified (i.e., straight margins).

Font:  Please use Times New Roman, 10 point, Normal style.

Organization

Title:  The title is centered and the first letter of each major word is capitalized with lower case for the remaining words.  If you need more than one line for the title then use a single line space between those lines.  Use a double line space after the title.

Authors:  Author information is centered.  Please include full contact details with either an email address or URL, if available.

Abstract and keywords:  Please provide keywords that indicate the content of the paper.   You should also include an abstract.   This should provide a synopsis of your paper and should not exceed 200 words.   The abstract should summarize the main points and the conclusions of your paper.

References:  Each reference in the paper should be identified by the names of the authors and the year of publication (Author, 2005). If the reference is part of a sentence, then do not enclose the authors name in parentheses.   If there are more than three authors it is permissible to use et al after the names of the three principle authors.   Use characters in alphabetical order to distinguish multiple references from the same author in the same year (Author, 2005a).   All references are then listed in alphabetical order at the end of the paper.  Please use the following heuristic; each reference must provide as much information as would be necessary to enable another researcher to easily find the paper that you reference.   This implies that you should provide the volume, number and page references for an article.   For books you should provide the name of the publisher and the city of publication.    

Headings

Major headings are left justified and appear in bold on a separate line. Do not number sections or paragraphs.

Subheadings:  Subheadings are left justified, are in italics, and are followed by a colon (“:”).   Please leave two spaces before the first sentence of the section.

Sub-subheadings: are left justified but not underlined.   They are followed by a colon (“:”) and two spaces should be left before the first sentence of the section.

Illustrations

Please remember that it is the author’s responsibility to provide legible material.   It is likely given the tight deadlines that the final proceedings may be photocopied and that fine detail may be lost in the illustrations.   We will not have colour reproduction.   If this is necessary then place a reference in the text to the on-line version of the paper that will be made available on:

Illustrations must be no wider or taller than the page margins.  If using Word, all illustrations must be part of the file containing the rest of the paper. Do not select the 'link to file' option when inserting a figure as it will not be transferred with the rest of the paper.   Figures and tables should follow the text in which they are first described. Leave a double line space before and after figures and tables.   Each figure or table should include a centered caption and be referred to by a number.    For example:

Table 3 - Incidents by Geographical Region

Figure 2 - User Interface to Control Functions

Please use the reference number in the caption when referring to the Figure or Table in the text.   For example, 'Figure 1 shows that…'.

Equations: Indent the equation by six spaces from the left margin. All equations are numbered consecutively.   Right justify the number as follows:

Please leave a double line space before and after equations.  Always refer to equations, such as (1), by their number.  
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
